Lin Escherich made a motion to approve $1158 per year
for officers and directors’ insurance, second by Skip Steffen, approved.

Hinz, and Kathy Holbrook. SIPC is an option for the meeting as well as the Elks at the lake.

Kirk Kotansky stated weather has caused delays but we are very close to finishing the can
trailer. Kirk and Dave Hilt have gotten free barrels and free signs for the barrels. Vonda Roedel
commended them both on an excellent job.

Kathy Holbrook gave an update on The Anchor; an issue will be out shortly. She also
explained that LEAPO will now be taking care of all advertising which was previously handled by
our publisher, Vienna Times.
